· July 1969
· “One small step for man, one giant leap for mankind”
· Boosts U.S. confidence and ends space race
Woodstock
· August 1969
· Peak of the counterculture movement
· Protested Vietnam (Kent State shootings)

· Over 400,000 people attended
MLK Assassinated
· April 1968
· Memphis, Tennessee
· Assassinated by James Earl Ray
· Some conspiracy theories
Malcolm X Assassinated
· February 1965
· Assassinated in New York City by members of the Nation of Islam
· Had argued for black supremacy and a separate black culture
